SUGGESTED CHANGES TO THE CONSTITUTION - March 2012
Under Article Il - Committees

4. In case of a serious illness, serious accident or serious property damage causing a hardship to

individuals in our fire district (Town of Black Wolf, Town of Friendship) and also to those with a Van
Dyne address, which may include current members, non member spouses and immediate family
members living in the same household, a card will always be sent out as soon as possible.
After that one of the following may take place:
a. Aplantin the $35 range will be sent or delivered Add: (with the understanding it should
stay in the $25 range or below if at all possible)
b. Afruit or food basket in the $35 range will be sent or delivered Add: (with the
understanding to stay in the $25 or below range if at all possible)
c. Adonation of $100 will be given if the following criteria are met:
*Individual / family is a minor child (under 18)

*Individual / family has minor children in the home and will be unable to work or support family
for a period of time.

*Individual is sole supporter of household and will be unable to work for a period of time.
Note: Recommended change to add:

*If an individual living with immediate family ove r the age of 18.

If the criteria are met, it is still up the board of directors to make the final (decision).
Instead of the word decision- put in the word recom mendation.

It should read: If the criteria are met, it is still up the Board of Directors to make the final
recommendation.

Under Article Il - Committees

F. All committees (standing, fund-raising or project committees) are not to make any major

changes of any kind (that will affect its plans) until it has been approved by the board.
Take out the words: that will affect its plans.

It should read as follows: All committees (standing, fund-raising or project committees) are

not to make any major changes of any kind until it has been approved by the board.

ARTICLE VI
Reimbursement for Expenses

1. Delegates to State Conventions, District Conventions, Zone Meetings and Seminars:
a. The number of approved delegates to the State and District conventions will be one
delegate for each ten members.
b. The delegates shall be reimbursed no more than $10 per delegate per convention upon report
submitted at regular meeting following conventions, to be eligible for expense allowance.
c. Officers and duly appointed members representing the club shall be reimbursed for the expense
while representing the club at an authorized meeting. This includes zone meetings (excluding

Van Dyne hosted meeting) and Lioness training seminars. Any other meetings shall be brought
before the Board of Directors for approval.

2. Members shall be reimbursed as follows:

a. State Convention: Registration & meals expense for each member will be paid for and in
addition, if staying over 1 night and 2 days at convention, a reimbursement up to $100 for
each member will be given upon submission of paid hotel room expense receipt (1 receipt
per room). Must attend both days staying overnight.

b. District Conventions: Registration and meal expense will be paid for and in addition if staying
over one night and 2 days at convention, a reimbursement of up to $100 for each member
will be given upon submission of paid hotel room expense receipt (1 receipt per room). Must



attend both days staying overnight.
c. Zone meetings: Meals will be paid in full for each member in attendance (unless our club
hosts the meeting).

3. Expenses Incurred by Members:
a. All expenses incurred by a member must be handed in as soon as feasible after the event.

b. Any members incurring expenses on a continuous basis shall submit the items for
reimbursement to Treasurer immediately.
